With first cut silage now under way or having been completed, many growers and 
advisors may want to take this opportunity to control broad-leaved weeds in their 
grassland, post first-cut.  
Indeed this is the time that many growers actually choose to carry this out, waiting at 
least 14 days for regrowth of both grass and broad-leaved weeds, ensuring the weeds 
have 4+ fresh new leaves which will take up herbicides most effectively. 
 
For general broad leaved weed control, Headland has a range of phenoxy - based 
herbicides: 
 
Prompt , (dicamba and mecoprop-p), for the control of a range of annual and perennial 
broad-leaved weeds in established grassland, and cereals. 
 
Polo , (2, 4-D and MCPA), will control annual and perennial weeds in both established 
grassland and cereals and is a very useful product for the control of Ragwort. 
 
Relay-P, (mecoprop-p, MCPA and dicamba) is recommended for the broadest range 
of perennial and broad leaved weeds in established grassland. 
 
For newly sown leys, as well as cereals, Transfer , (MCPA, mecoprop-p and dicamba) 
is the product of choice. 
 
For broad leaved dock and general weed control in established grassland, where 
clover is not an issue, a tank mix of Cimarron (metsulfuron-methyl) plus a phenoxy 
herbicide is a good choice. 
  
Cimarron  is a sulfonylurea product in a handy tablet form. A feature of this group of 
chemistry is that although very efficient in the control of Broad-leaved Docks, it is quite 
slow acting.  A tank mix  with a 60% label dose of either Relay–P, Polo, or  Prompt  
will speed up the initial effects on the target weed, as well as broadening the spectrum 
to include thistle, buttercup, dandelion etc 
 

 
 
Headland has found these mixtures to be very 
efficient in the control of difficult weeds in established 
grassland: e.g. 3 g/ha Cimarron + 3 l/ha Relay-P  for 
dock and broad-leaved weed control.  
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In many instances Ragwort, which can be particularly 
difficult to control may be found in mixture with other 
species. 
 
Headland trials have shown that Cimarron , in mixture with 
a reduced dose of Prompt , Polo or Relay-P  will give 
about 90% control of Ragwort, whilst at the same time 
controlling the other species being targeted. Although 
these mixtures can control Ragwort at a later stage, the 
ideal timing is at the rosette stage of the weed. It is 
important that livestock are kept out of treated fields until  
the Ragwort is completely dead and unpalatable.  
 
Headland also has grassland products for use where clover  is an important 
constituent:  
Spruce , (2,4-DB) for general broad-leaved weed control. 
 
There are also two sulfonylurea products available that are clover safe:  
Pinnacle  (thifensulfuron-methyl) for Broad-leaved Dock control in established 
grassland, which may be mixed with Spruce  to speed up activity and broaden weed 
spectrum. 
 
Triad  (tribenuron-methyl) for Spring Barley undersown with Italian Ryegrass, the label 
for which is currently under review. This may be used alone in Spring Barley up to 
GS39 and has been found to be safest from when the clover has three plus trifoliate 
leaves.  It offers extremely effective chickweed control, as well as a range of other 
weeds, including Shepherd’s Purse, Mayweeds, Redshank, Groundsel, Volunteer 
Oilseed Rape, Red Dead Nettle etc..
