Egg hatch is now underway in East Anglia and Lincolnshire, although it has yet to start
in Yorkshire.

Risk assessments for individual fields should be carried out on the basis of locality,
previous cropping , drilling date, plant population, tillering and soil type in order to
identify those fields most at risk.

Later drilled crops with few tillers will be at highest risk with any infestations resulting in
plant thinning or losses. We cannot afford to lose plants, or even tillers on these crops.

High risk crops; i.e.:
- those drilled in November or later
late drilled crops on light or organic soils,
those following crops where the soil would have been exposed in
July and August allowing the adult to lay its eggs e.qg.: after
onions, sugar beet, beetroot, peas etc.
any crops with less than 200 plants/m?
Crops with less than 2 tillers per plant at present.

In the geographical areas above where egg hatch has begun, an application of 1.5 I/ha
Cyren in 200 I/ha water should be applied as a matter of priority. Where egg hatch
has yet to begin (in the North) Cyren should be delayed until such time as egg hatch
has started.

In current conditions an application of Cyren should last about 5 weeks, and a second
application can me made if required after this time.

Where Cyren is used in sequence with Atlantis WG, Bayer Cropsciences advise an
interval of 4 weeks between treatments, regardless of the order of these treatments.
For Broadway Star and Broadway Sunrise, a minimum of 14 days should be left
between treatments.
